Il. INTRODUCTION

Since the Republic of Uzbekistan gained independence in 1991, the
country will hold its 7th elections to the country's legislative body - the
Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

In accordance with the Constitution (Article 128), on July 26, 2024 the
Central Election Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan decided to
start the election campaign.

Considering the important role of elections in the life of the state and
in order to widely involve citizens in this process, it was announced that
elections would be held under the motto “MY CHOICE - MY PROSPERQOUS
HOMELAND”.

For the first time in the history of Uzbekistan, elections to the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis will be held on the basis of a
mixed, that is, majoritarian-proportional electoral system.

As a result of the elections 150 deputies of the Legislative Chamber,
as well as deputies of regional, Tashkent and 208 district (city)
Kengashes will be elected.

75 deputies of Legislative Chamber will be elected directly by the
majoritarian system, when voters vote for specific candidates, and the
remaining 75 deputies will be elected by the proportional system by
voting for political parties.

One of the most important innovations is the established minimum
threshold, according to which women will make up at least 40% of the
number of candidates nominated for deputies by political parties.

The work of election commissions at all levels, as well as their
interaction with participants in the election process, were completely
transferred to digital format. In particular, the “E-saylov” (e-elections)
informational system was introduced, which allows minimizing
bureaucracy, excessive waste of time and unnecessary paperwork.

The Republic of Uzbekistan is a country located in Central Asia
between the two largest rivers of the region — the Amu Darya and the
Syr Darya.

The majority of the population are Uzbeks, a Turkic-speaking
people with an ancient, distinctive culture. The country is also home
to a significant number of other peoples: Kazakhs, Tajiks, Karakalpaks,
Kyrgyz, Turkmens, Russians, Ukrainians, Tatars, Armenians, Koreans,
Uighurs, Belarusians, etc.

The predominant religion in Uzbekistan is Islam. The state language
is Uzbek.

To date, the Republic of Uzbekistan has established diplomatic
relations with more than 140 countries of the world.



m ELECTIONS TO THE LEGISLATIVE CHAMBER

Type of Parliament: Bicameral.

Electoral system: mixed (majoritarian and proportional).

Term of office of members of the Legislative Chamber: 5 years.

Number of members of the Legislative Chamber: 150 deputies.

The right to be elected as a deputy: from 25 years of age and
permanently residing in the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan for
at least 5 years.

The right to vote: from 18 years old.

Election to the Legislative Chamber:

e 75 candidates are elected in a single-member constituencies;

® 75 candidates are elected based on the party list in proportion to the
number of votes cast for political parties in a nationwide constituency.

Nomination of candidates: starts 65 days [August 22} before the
election and ends 45 days (September 11} before the election.

Women candidates: The number of women must be no less than
40% of the number of candidates for deputy nominated by a political
partyin single-member constituencies, as well as on the basis of the party
list. At the same time, no less than 2 of the 5 candidates in sequence on
the party list must be women.

Registration of candidates: Deputies of the Legislative Chamber
nominated in single-member constituencies are registered by the
Central Election Commission.

ELECTIONS TO THE LOCAL KENGASHES
(COUNCILS)

Term of office of local Kengashes deputies: 5 years.

Number of members in local Kengashes: is determined by the
respective local Kengash depending on the population of the respective
territory. In the upcoming elections, there will be 5,695 seats in local
Kengashes.

The right to be elected as a deputy: from 21 years of age and
permanently residing in the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan for
at least 5 years.



Nomination of candidates: is carried out by the relevant bodies of
political parties and begins 65 days (August 22) before the elections and
ends 45 days (September 11) before the elections.

Women candidates: no less than 40% of the number of candidates
for deputies of local Kengashes nominated by a political party.

Registration of candidates: The head of the relevant body of the
political party submits an application to the relevant regional, district,
city election commission with a request to register candidates for
deputies of local Kengashes.

B POLITICAL PARTICIPATION OF WOMEN

Particular attention is paid to the participation of women in the
country's political life, which is reflected in recent legislative changes.

The electoral legislation of Uzbekistan is based on the principles of
equality and non-discrimination, which is confirmed by a number of legal
acts aimed at ensuring equal access of women to political processes.

One of the key elements of the legislation is a quota system designed
to increase the number of women in parliament. The number of women
must be at least 40% of the number of candidates nominated by a political
party in single-member constituencies, of the number of candidates for
deputy of local Kengashes, and on the basis of the party list. At least
2 out of 5 candidates in sequence on the party list must be women.

Political parties shall express the political will of various sections
and groups of the population, and through their democratically elected
representatives shall participate in the formation of state authority.
{Article 74 of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan).

IV. LEGAL FRAMEWORK

AND SYSTEM OF ELECTION
COMMISSIONS

ELECTION CODE AND OTHER LEGAL
ACTS ON ELECTION PROCEDURES

Electoral legislation concerning elections to the Legislative Chamber
and local Kengashes consists of the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, the Election Code, the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On political parties”, “On financing political parties” and other legal
acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

On June 25, 2019, the Election Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan
was adopted.

The Constitutional Law “On Amendments and Additions to some
Legislative Acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan in connection with further
improving the procedure for holding elections and referendums”,
adopted on December 18, 2023, is one of the important documents
aimed at improving the electoral sphere.

This Law introduced amendments and additions to a number of
legislative acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan, such as, providing for
elections of deputies to the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, deputies in local Kengashes on the basis
of a mixed electoral system (majority and proportional), as well as the
establishment of a centralized system of electoral bodies, optimization
of the election commission system, improvement of the activities of the
Central Election Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan and increase
in the number of women, nominated by political parties, from 30 to 40%
of the total number of candidates for deputies.

According to the Law, the following amendments and additions have
been made to the electoral legislation:

Elections to the Legislative Chamber will be held using a mixed
electoral system (majoritarian and proportional). In particular:

a) electoral constituencies are divided into single-member and
nationwide constituencies;
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b} 75 deputies of the Legislative Chamber are elected in single-
member constituencies using the majoritarian electoral system, and the
remaining 75 are elected in a nationwide constituency based on votes
cast for political parties using the proportional electoral system;

¢} candidates for deputy in a nationwide constituency are nominated
by political parties on the basis of a list of candidates;

d} the system of election commissions has been improved;

e} the procedure and deadlines for registering a party list have been
determined;

f} rules have been introduced regarding the exclusion of a candidate
for deputy of the Legislative Chamber from the party list, as well as the
replenishment of vacant deputy seats formed from the party list;

g) the procedure for determining the results of elections to the
Legislative Chamber in a nationwide constituency and the distribution
of deputy seats has been clarified;

h} a new compoaosition, procedure and terms for the election of the
chairman and members of the Central Election Commission have been
established;

i} the norms defining the powers of district and city election
commissions have been supplemented;

j} the powers of the Central Election Commission, regional election
commissions, district and precinct election commissions have been
specified.

m CENTRAL ELECTION COMMISSION

The Central Election Commission carries outits activitiesin accordance
with the Constitution (Article 129), the Election Code and the current
legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The most important dates associated with the establishment of the
Central Election Commission of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

On September 12, 1998 the first organizational meeting of the
Central Election Commission was held. Issues related to the election
of the deputy chairman, secretary and 3 permanent members were
considered.

The main objectives and legal status of the Central Election
Commission are defined in the Constitution and the Election Code
(Article 14).



The Central Election Commission, within the framework of its
powers:

organizes the preparation and holding of elections to the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan and to local Kengashes;

heads the system of election commissions, exercises control

over the implementation of the Election Code throughout the
territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and ensures its uniform
application;

. announces the beginning of the election campaign for the elections
of deputies of the Legislative Chamber and local Kengashes;

provides methodological support for the activities of election

commissions, within the limits of its authority, adopts
resolutions, approves instructions and regulations, provides
clarifications on issues of organizing elections;

carries out general management and coordination of activities
on the implementation of the Electoral Process Management

Information System and the use of the Single Electronic Voter
Register of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

. forms electoral constituencies for holding elections of deputies
of the Legislative Chamber;

decides on the assignment to the relevant territory of polling
stations formed at diplomatic and other missions of the Republic
of Uzbekistan in foreign countries;

forms regional election commission, assigns the relevant
constituency (district) to them and publishes information on
the composition and location of regional election commission;

announces elections of deputies of local Kengashes in newly
formed administrative-territorial units;

forms electoral constituencies for holding elections to the local
Kengash in the newly formed region;

. organizes training for members of election commissions and other
participants of the electoral process;

makes a decision on the early termination of the powers of a
deputy of the Legislative Chamber and a member of the Senate
on the grounds established by law;



. determines the procedure for making changes to the compaosition
of election commissions;

alters, independently or upon the recommendation of the
Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan, decisions of
election commissions in cases where these decisions contradict
the Election Code;

issues mandates to ohservers of foreign states and international
organizations at elections;

develops and approves cost estimates for the preparation
and conduct of elections, distributes funds among election
commissions, including funding of political parties in elections,
controls the provision of election commissions with premises,
transport and communications equipment, and considers other
issues of logistical support for elections;

establishes a standard mandate for observers from political parties,
citizens’ self-government bodies, representatives of the media,
observers from other states, and international organizations;

based on the submitted documents, makes a decision on the
admission of political parties to participate in the elections;

. accepts relevant documents from political parties nominating
candidates for candidates for deputies of the Legislative Chamber;

registers, in orderly fashion, nominated candidates for the post
of deputies of the Legislative Chamber, as well as the party list,
and organizes the publication of information about them in the
press;

issues certificates to registered candidates, including candidates
.
based on the party list;

ensures equal conditions in elections for candidates for deputies
of the Legislative Chamber, as well as for political parties;

establishes the standards and forms of ballot papers for the
elections of the deputies of the Legislative Chamber, members
of the Senate and deputies of local Kengashes, lists of voters,

signature sheets, protocols of election commissions and other
documents, ballot boxes and seals of election commissions,
determines the procedure for their storage;



establishes the procedure for the production and delivery of
ballot papers to polling stations;

hears reports from representatives of election commissions,

political parties, ministries, state committees and departments,
local government bodies, other state bodies and public associations
on issues related to the preparation and conduct of elections;

summarizes the results of the elections, establishes the results
of the vote as a whole in the Republic of Uzbekistan and
publishes in the press a message about the number of voters
who took part in the voting, the number of votes cast for each
candidate and political party;

in cases stipulated by the Election Code, organizes the holding of
repeat elections and elections to replace retired deputies of the
Legislative Chamber, local Kengashes or members of the Senate;

registers elected deputies of the Legislative Chamber and
members of the Senate, and also publishes their lists in the
press and other sources;

. convenes the first meeting of the Legislative Chamber and the
Senate after the elections;

presents the elected person with a certificate of election as
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

issues to the deputy of the Legislative Chamber and the member
of the Senate a certificate and a badge of deputy of the Legislative
Chamber and member of the Senate, respectively;

considers appeals from voters and other participants in the
electoral process, with the exception of complaints about the
actions and decisions of election commissions, and makes
decisions on them;

transfers to the court or law enforcement agencies materials on
P violations of the requirements of the Election Code;

carries out international cooperation with electoral bodies of
other countries, international organizations and representatives
of foreign states, organizes meetings, concludes agreements
and memoranda;

participates in election observation in foreign countries, including
as part of missions of international organizations;



invites international organizations, electoral bodies and
representatives of foreign states to observe the elections;

ensures the transfer of documents related to the organization and
. conduct of elections to departmental archives;

. approves the Regulations of the Central Election Commission of
the Republic of Uzbekistan;

strengthens and develops relations with the public and the media.

. exercise other powers provided for by Election Code and other
laws.

Citizens who have an outstanding or unremoved conviction for serious
or especially serious crimes, military personnel of the Armed Forces of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, employees of the State Security Service of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, other paramilitary units, professional ministers
of religious organizations and associations cannot be members of the
Central Election Commission.

ELECTION COMMISSIONS (REGIONAL,
DISTRICT AND CITY, CONSTITUENCY,
PRECINCT ELECTION COMMISSIONS)

The system of election commissions consists of:
» (Central Election Commission;
* regional election commissions;
* district and city election commissions;

e constituency election commissions for holding elections of
regional and Tashkent city Kengashes;

* precinct election commissions.

The Central Election Commission shall form regional election
commission no less than 80 days (August 7} prior to the elections,



consisting of a chairman, deputy chairman, secretary of the commission
and 12 to 18 other members of the commission.

The regional election commission shall form district and city election
commissions no less than 75 days (August 12) before the elections,
consisting of a chairman, deputy chairman, secretary of the commission
and 8 to 18 other members of the commission.

To conduct elections of deputies of the Legislative Chamber of the
Oliy Majlis and local Kengashes, 14 regional election commission (REC)
were formed.

In view of the latest amendments to the Election Code, constituency
election commissions are formed only for holding elections to the
Kengashes of People's Deputies of the regions and the city of Tashkent.

The constituency election commission (CoEC) is formed by
the relevant regional election commission no less than 75 days
(August 17) before the elections, consisting of a chairman, deputy
chairman, secretary and 6 to 8 other members of the commission.

To conduct elections to local Kengashes (only to the Kengashes of
People's Deputies of the regions and the city of Tashkent), 725 CoECs
were formed.

The precinct election commission (PEC) is formed by the relevant
regional election less than 40 days (September 16) before the elections,
consisting of 5 to 19 members, including the chairman, deputy chairman
and secretary.

There are 11 028 polling stations established on the territory of the
republic.

V. PROCESS OF ORGINIZING ELECTIONS

TRAINING OF ELECTION

In accordance with the Concept for organizing training for members
of election commissions, approved by the Central Election Commission,
in order to further improve the theoretical knowledge and practical
skills of members of election commissions on electoral legislation and
practice, cascade training seminars were organized.

A group of 10 experts, consisting of experienced specialists in the
field of electoral legislation and practice, was formed in the republic.

104 national and 944 regional trainers, consisting of professors
and teachers from prestigious higher educational institutions of the
republic, were trained on the basis of two-day training programs and
were assigned to each of the 208 districts and cities of the republic.

More than 120 thousand chairmen, deputy chairmen and secretaries
of regional, constituency, city, district and precinct election commissions
were trained by regional trainers in 3 stages.

A training manual on electoral legislation and practice was prepared,
about 38 thousand copies were printed, including in Uzbek, Russian and
Karakalpak languages, and delivered to all election commissions across
the country.



“E-SAYLOV"” (E-ELECTIONS) INFORMATION
SYSTEM

In order to minimize bureaucracy, excessive time waste and
unnecessary paperwork, intothe election process “E-saylov” (e-elections)
information system was introduced.

Through the “E-saylov” information system, about 60 types of
interaction between election commissions and political parties,
candidates, observers and the media is carried out entirely electronically.

This electronic system, being integrated with other electronic
platforms, allows for the implementation of electoral procedures
automatically, without the influence of the human factor.

This system forms a large information base (big data) of about
400 thousand participants in the election process, namely members of
election commissions, candidates for deputies, observers. 32 thousand
participants in the election process will use this information system
professionally. Communication with users will be established using
40 types of SMS notifications.

The “E-saylov” information system also implements a number of
conveniences for citizens in obtaining information related to elections.
In particular, the information system provides for obtaining statistical
information about voters and polling stations, information about
candidates for deputies in all types of elections, and familiarizing oneself
with candidates for deputies and their biographical data through
interactive maps.

B VOTERS REGISTRATION

On August 15, 2017, by the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 630 “On measures to form and maintain
a single electronic list of voters of the Republic of Uzbekistan” the Single
Electronic Voter Register was created. The Regulation on the procedure
for forming and maintaining the list was approved.

On October 4, 2018, the Resolution of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan No. 3961 “On measures to introduce modern information
and communication technologies into the electoral process” was
adopted.

It was adopted that the Central Election Commission will exercise
general management and coordination of activities related to the




implementation of an information system for managing the electoral
process and the use of a single electronic voter list throughout the
country.

m REGISTRATION OF CANDIDATES AND PARTY LISTS

Candidates for deputies of the Legislative Chamber nominated in
single-member constituencies are registered by the Central Election
Commission.

A person registered as a candidate is issued a registration certificate.

Candidate registration ends 35 days {September 21) before the
elections.

Registration of candidates nominated for deputies of local Kengashes
is carried out by the relevant regional, district and city election
commission.

The party list is registered by the Central Election Commission.
The relevant documents for registering the party list are submitted
by the authorized representative of the political party to the Central
Election Commission no less than 7 days before the end of the
registration period. Registration of the party list is completed 35 days
{September 21) before the elections.

After the party list is registered, those included in this list acquire the
status of a candidate for deputy and are issued certificates.



Requirements for candidates:

— The right to be elected to the Legislative Chamber is granted to
citizens who have reached the age of 25 by the election day and have
permanently resided in the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan for at
least 5 years.

—The right to be elected to local Kengashes is granted to citizens who
have reached the age of 21 by the election day and have permanently
resided in the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan for at least 5 years.

Persons not subject to registration as candidates for deputies of the
Legislative Chamber and local Kengashes:

e citizens who have an outstanding or unremoved convictions for
serious or especially serious crimes;

e citizens who have not permanently resided in the territory of the
Republic of Uzbekistan for the last 5 years prior to the election day;

e servicemen of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
employees of the State Security Service, the National Guard, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, the State Customs Committee of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, and other paramilitary units;

e professional clergy of religious organizations and associations.

All candidates from political parties have registered to participate in
the elections of deputies of the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis. In
total, 875 people will compete for deputy mandates.

The candidate’s last name, first name, middle name, year of birth and
the political party that nominated him as a candidate are entered on the
ballot paper in alphabetical order.

The ballot paper for elections of deputies of the Legislative Chamber
in a nationwide constituency shall include the name and symbols of the
political parties participating in them, sequentially in accordance with
the order in which they were admitted to participate in the elections.

The ballot paper must contain an explanation of the procedure for
filling it out.

Stencils can be made to fill out Braille-based ballot papers.

Precinct election commissions receive ballots from district and city
election commissions no later than 3 days (October 23) before voting
day, including early voting.

The number of ballots received by a precinct election commission may
not exceed the number of voters included in the lists for the precinct by
more than 0.5%.

By decision of the Central Election Commission
No. 1345 of 2 July 2024 the Regulation on the
procedure for campaigning of candidates for
deputies to the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy
Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, regional,
district and city councils of people's deputies and
political parties was approved, and it regulates

‘© ’ materials. Thus, political parties and candidates
: > are obliged to indicate that campaign materials
are prepared with the help of Al, as well as, not
to violate the rights of any person to their image
and voice, as well as other personal non-property
rights and obtaining the prior consent of the
person in the preparation and distribution of
election campaign materials using their image and
voice.

Campaigning begins the day after the last day set for
registering candidates and party lists, that is, from
September 22.

Campaigning on election day (October 27) and the day
before voting (October 26) is not permitted.

From September 23 to October 25, 2024, each political
party will be provided with 150 minutes of free airtime on
regional TV channels and the same amount on the radio
channels of the National Television and Radio Company of
Uzbekistan.

Every day, from September 23 to October 25, 2024, each
party will be allocated 2 minutes of airtime (66 minutes
in total) on each local television and radio channel to
broadcast video and radio commercials.




In addition, political parties participating in the elections to
the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic
of Uzbekistan will be provided with free print space in the
newspapers “Yangi Uzbekiston”, “Pravda Vostoka”, “Xalq
Sozi” and “Narodnoye Slovo” for the period of the election
campaign.

COMPLAINS AND APPEALS TO THE COURT.
“CALL-CENTER”

The bodies of political parties that nominated candidates, candidates
themselves, proxies, observers and voters in court within 5 days after
the decision is made may appeal decisions of election commissions.

Decisions of the Central Election Commission may be appealed to the
Supreme Court of the Republic of Uzbekistan within 5 days after the
decision is made.

The complaint must be considered within 3 days of its receipt, and
if there are less than 6 days left before election day or on election day,
immediately.

Persons who have filed a complaint have the right to participate in
the consideration of the complaint.

Since 1 October 2024, the Press Center of the Central Election
Commission has launched a free hotline (Call-center) for the citizens
living in the country, by calling the short number 1200.




VI. ELECTION DAY

TIME AND PLACE OF VOTING (EARLY VOTING,
VOTING AT THE PLACE OF RESIDENCE, VOTING
WHEN IN FOREIGN COUNTRIES)

Time and place of voting

Early voting: starts 10 days (October 16) before the election and
ends 3 days (October 23) before the election.

Time of voting: on election day from 8:00 to 20:00.

Notification of time and place of voting: 10 days (October 16) before
the elections.

Voting at the place of residence: for voters who, due to health or
other reasons, cannot come to the polling station.

Commission for voting at the place of residence: consists of at least
2 members with a mobile ballot box.

Voting at polling stations established at diplomatic and other
missions of the Republic of Uzbekistan in foreign countries is conducted
on election day from 8:00 to 20:00 local time at the location of these
polling stations.

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The premises of precinct election commissions must be equipped
accordingly and have:

. State flag of the Republic of Uzbekistan (above the building and
indoors);

State Emblem of the Republic of Uzbekistan {indoors);
a sign indicating the ordinal number of the polling station;
booths or rooms for secret voting;
ballot boxes;

; if necessary, specially equipped booths for secret voting for
persons with disabilities;

separate places for observers;
election day Posters;
map of the polling station;
information on the composition, work plan, and duty schedule

of members of the precinct election commission;

a special stand on which information regarding the preparation and
conduct of elections is posted:

biographies and key points of the programs of all registered

candidates in single-member constituencies, published by the
Central Electoral Commission, regional, district, city electoral
commission;

. the program of a political party participating in the elections,
published by the Central Election Commission, the party list;

necessary furniture, office equipment (telephone, printer,
computers connected to the Internet and having access to the
“E-Saylov” Information System, safe, office supplies);

firefighting equipment.

The voting premises must be bright and spacious, have a separate
entrance and exit, and should also have ramps for people with disabilities.



In order to create additional conditions and opportunities to
ensure the electoral rights of citizens with disabilities, previously
signed Memorandums of Cooperation between the Central Election
Commission and 4 non-governmental non-profit organizations - the
Saociety of the Disabled, the Society of the Blind, the Society of the Deaf
and the Association of the Disabled of Uzbekistan are in effect.

m VOTER’S ID

Upon arrival at the polling
station, the voter presents
an identity document to
a member of the precinct
election commission and signs
the voter list. After this, he is
given a ballot paper.

The names of voters who, for whatever reason, are not included in
the list of voters, on the basis of a document certifying the identity,
citizenship and place of residence of the voter, are included in the
appendix to the list of voters.

m VOTING PROCEDURE

On the day of voting at the polling station at 8:00 a.m. the National
Anthem of the Republic of Uzbekistan is played and the chairman of the
precinct election commission announces the start of voting.




Each voter votes personally; voting for other people is not allowed.

Upon arrival at the polling station on election day, the voter presents
tothe member of the precinct election commission adocument certifying
his identity (passport, ID card, new-style national driver's license,
temporary certificate issued by the internal affairs agencies to citizens
who have lost their civil passport, military ID for military personnel).

A member of the precinct election commission, on the basis of a
document certifying the identity of the voter, checks his or her presence
or absence in the voter list. Having established the presence of the
voter in the voter list, he informs him of the ordinal number of the voter
list and, having signed the voter list, explains to him the possibility of
receiving a ballot.

After receiving the ballot, the voter
fills it out in a booth or room for secret
voting.

When filling out a ballot paper, the presence of persons other than
the voter is prohibited.

A voter who is unable to fill out a ballot paper independently has the
right to invite another person to the booth or room for secret voting at
his own discretion, with the exception of persons who are members of
the election commission, observers and representatives of the media.

The voter drops the completed ballot paper into the ballot box.



At the request of the voter, a spoiled ballot paper may be replaced
with a new one. Spoiled ballot papers are subject to registration,
cancellation and storage separately.

B ELECTION RESULTS

At the end of voting, the chairman or deputy chairman of the precinct
election commission, in the presence of all members of the commission,
observers and representatives of the media, announces the end of

voting.
The chairman or deputy chairman of the precinct election commission
together with the members of the commission:

e compare the seal numbers with the corresponding act;

*» prepare a place (table) for counting the ballots, having first
removed the writing utensils;

e unused and spoiled ballots are counted and cancelled, and a
corresponding entry is made in the final protocol;




e drop sealed envelopes with early voting ballots into the ballot
box;

e carry out the opening of stationary and portable ballot boxes;

» distribute the ballot papers for each candidate and political party
into separate piles, announcing and displaying the ballot papers;

* count the votes cast for each candidate and political party;

e invalid ballots are identified and counted, and a corresponding
entry is made in the final protocol;

e enter a record of the voting results into the final protocol.

The precinct election commission reviews complaints (applications)
received during the voting and vote counting. After this, the precinct

election commission holds a meeting on the results of the vote counting,
at which it makes a decision on the voting results.

The results of the vote counting are considered at a meeting of the
precinct election commission and are recorded in a protocol, which
is signed by the chairman, deputy chairman, secretary, and other
members of the election commission. After this, the protocol is
announced by the chairman or deputy chairman of the precinct election
commission, and a copy of this protocol is immediately posted in the
premises of the precinct election commission for public review for a
period of no less than 48 hours.

An authorized representative of a political party, observers
participating in the vote counting process have the right to receive a
certified copy of the protocol of the precinct election commission.

After confirmation by the relevant election commission of the
correctness of filling in the protocol of the precinct election commission,
the original protocols under the supervision of internal affairs officers



shall be sent by the chairman of the commission to the relevant
territorial election commission for the election of deputies to the
Legislative Chamber, by the deputy chairman to the district election
commission for the election of deputies to the regional and Tashkent city
Kengashes, and by the secretary of the commission to the district and
city election commission for the election of deputies to the Tashkent city
Kengashes.

In accordance with Article 96 of the Election Code, elections:

the candidate who receives the greatest number of votes from
voters in single-member constituencies in relation to other candidates
is considered elected;

political parties that receive at least 7% of the votes of voters who
took part in the voting in a nationwide constituency in the elections
to the Legislative Chamber shall receive a mandate in the established
manner.

Elections are considered invalid if less than 33% of voters included
in the voter list participated in them. Elections in a nationwide
constituency are also considered invalid if none of the political parties
participating in the elections in a nationwide constituency to the
Legislative Chamber received at least 7% of the votes of voters who took
part in the elections.



VII. INTERNATIONAL OBSERVERS

INVITATIONS

According to Article 14 of the Election Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, the Central Election Commission invites international
organizations, electoral bodies and representatives of foreign states to
observe the elections.

The Central Election Commission sent a total of 478 invitations

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF FOREIGN
(INTERNATIONAL) OBSERVERS

2.

International observation is an important component of democratic
elections. According to the Declaration of Principles for International
Election Observation adopted by the UN on October 27, 2005,
international election observation is a manifestation of the interest
of the international community in ensuring democratic elections as a
component of democratic development, including respect for human
rights and the rule of law.

The Republic of Uzbekistan, following international principles, invites
foreign (international) observers to all elections and referendums.
Observers from political parties, citizens' self-government bodies,
representatives of the media, observers from other states, international
organizations have the right to participate in all events related to the
preparation and conduct of elections in Uzbekistan, as well as in the
premises for voting on election day and during the vote counting.



Rights and obligations of foreign (international) observers

v

Foreign (international) observers, within the limits of their
competence, have the right:

to attend meetings of election commissions;

to participate in meetings to nominate candidates, meetings of
candidates and political parties with voters;

to be present when territorial, district, city election commissions
receive protocols from precinct election commissions on the results
of vote counting for elections to regional and Tashkent city Kengashes
of People's Deputies, district election commissions and during the
process of determining the elections results in the district;

to observe the voting process on election day;

to be informed about the place and time of early voting and
observe this process;

to monitor the voting process at the place of residence of the
voter with his consent;

to be present during the vote counting and the drawing up of the
protocol of the election commission;

to request and receive copies of documents on election results
certified by the relevant election commission;

to carry out observance accompanied by a personally hired
interpreter;

to carry out photo, video and audio recordings without violating
the electoral process and the secrecy of voting {except for places of
detention and imprisonment, military units, medical institutions);

to contact media representatives based on the results of the
observation;

to wear badges that do not contain signs of campaigning indicating
the last name, first name and middle name, the name of the
organization they represent;

to be present when constituency election commissions receive
protocols from precinct election commissions on the results of
vote counting and during the process of determining the election
results in the district;

to notify the relevant precinct electoral commission in the
prescribed manner at least 3 days before arriving at polling
stations established in military units, places of detention and
imprisonment;

to report their observations to members of the precinct election
commission without interfering with their work, and also
inform higher election commissions if there is reason to believe
that violations of the requirements of electoral legislation and
international standards have been committed at the relevant
polling station;

to publicly express their opinion on electoral legislation and the
preparation and conduct of elections.

Foreign (international) observers also enjoy other rights in accordance
with the law.

®

The obligations of foreign (international) observers include the
following:

to comply in their activities with the Constitution, laws of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, including the rules of stay in Uzbekistan,
generally recognized norms of international law on the
organization and conduct of elections;

to carry out their duties to conduct international election
observation in accordance with the principles of impartiality
and political neutrality, and to refrain from expressing
any preferences with respect to election commissions,
government bodies, officials or election participants;

to present a mandate issued by the Central Election Commission,
together with an identity document, when visiting election
commissions at all levels, state authorities and administration
bodies and other organizations;

to base their conclusions on the observations and factual

* material.



#

Foreign {international) observers are prohibited:

to be present in the booth or room for secret voting when the
voter makes his/her marks on the ballot paper;

to influence voters, to distribute any campaign materials or
literature;

to ask voters how they voted, or provide any assistance to voters
in marking their ballot paper;

tointerfere with the activities of the election commission, including
the sealing of ballot boxes, their opening, and the counting of
votes,;

to wear the symbolic signs of any party or candidate;

to announce on election day and the day before voting begins the
results of public opinion polls, forecasts of election results and
other research related to the elections.

Participation of foreign (international) observers in events and
processes not related to the preparation and conduct of elections is
subject to prior agreement with the CEC.

The status of foreign (international) observers begins on the day of
issuance of the mandate and ends on the day of the official announcement
of the election results.
